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Abstract

The article raises the urgent problem of loneliness among disabled students. Theoretical understanding of the phenomenon
of loneliness is carried out, and the analysis of empirical data obtained in the course of the research carried out on the basis of
the Regional Centre for Inclusive Education of Transbaikal State University is presented. Both disabled and normotypical
students took part in the study. The results showed that disabled students more often show alienating and dissociated
loneliness, accompanied by emotional instability, lack of trusting relationships and social isolation. At the same time, among
normotypical students the subjective-positive type of loneliness prevails. The obtained data confirm the necessity to implement
systemic support, including psychological support, development of communication skills and organisation of inclusive
environment to increase the level of social adaptation of disabled students.
