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Abstract

The article presents the results of an empirical study on the influence of sibling relationships on the development of Self-
concept and personal identity during adolescence. The relevance of the research is due to the need for differentiated
psychological support for teenagers. The sample consisted of 60 teenagers aged 15 and 17, divided into two equal groups:
those living with siblings and only children. A range of methods was used in the study: the author's questionnaire, the “Who
Am I?” test, the Self-Relationship Questionnaire (SRQ), the “Personality Differential” method, and the personal identity
assessment method. Statistical analysis was performed using the Mann—Whitney U-test, the Kruskal-Wallis H-test, Spearman’s
correlation analysis, and Fisher’s @*-test. It was found that teenagers who have siblings possess a more differentiated self-
concept, a high level of self-sympathy and self-esteem, less dependence on external evaluation, and a higher degree of
harmony in the structural organisation of their identity compared to only children. Significant differences were identified
between older and younger siblings in terms of self-esteem, strength, dependence on external evaluation, and identity integrity.
Those with a high level of satisfaction with sibling relationships outperform adolescents with a low level of satisfaction on
these indicators. Based on the obtained data, differentiated psychological support objectives have been identified for teenagers
in different sibling positions. The necessity of taking sibling status into account when developing programmes for the
development of personal resources in adolescence is substantiated.
